OLD TESTAMENT READING  

Genesis 8:1 - 19 
1 But God remembered Noah and all the beasts and all the livestock that were with him in the 
ark. And God made a wind blow over the earth, and the waters subsided. 2 The fountains of the 
deep and the windows of the heavens were closed, the rain from the heavens was restrained, 3 
and the waters receded from the earth continually. At the end of 150 days the waters had abated, 
4 and in the seventh month, on the seventeenth day of the month, the ark came to rest on the 
mountains of Ararat. 5 And the waters continued to abate until the tenth month; in the tenth 
month, on the first day of the month, the tops of the mountains were seen. 
 
6 At the end of forty days Noah opened the window of the ark that he had made 7 and sent forth 
a raven. It went to and fro until the waters were dried up from the earth. 8 Then he sent forth a 
dove from him, to see if the waters had subsided from the face of the ground. 9 But the dove 
found no place to set her foot, and she returned to him to the ark, for the waters were still on the 
face of the whole earth. So he put out his hand and took her and brought her into the ark with 
him. 10 He waited another seven days, and again he sent forth the dove out of the ark. 11 And the 
dove came back to him in the evening, and behold, in her mouth was a freshly plucked olive 
leaf. So Noah knew that the waters had subsided from the earth. 12 Then he waited another 
seven days and sent forth the dove, and she did not return to him anymore. 
 
13 In the six hundred and first year, in the first month, the first day of the month, the waters 
were dried from off the earth. And Noah removed the covering of the ark and looked, and 
behold, the face of the ground was dry. 14 In the second month, on the twenty-seventh day of 
the month, the earth had dried out. 15 Then God said to Noah, 16 “Go out from the ark, you and 
your wife, and your sons and your sons' wives with you. 17 Bring out with you every living 
thing that is with you of all flesh—birds and animals and every creeping thing that creeps on 
the earth—that they may swarm on the earth, and be fruitful and multiply on the earth.” 18 So 
Noah went out, and his sons and his wife and his sons' wives with him. 19 Every beast, every 
creeping thing, and every bird, everything that moves on the earth, went out by families from 
the ark.

The Heidelberg Catechism, Question 60

Christ was obedient for me. All I need to do is to accept this gift with a believing heart. Amen. 



THE LORDÕS TABLE  

Invitation  

Communion, also called The Lord’s Supper, is the family meal of Christians. We invite all committed 
followers of Jesus Christ to partake of this sacrament: those who are baptized members of a congregation 
that proclaims the Gospel, who are at peace with God and with their brothers and sisters in Christ, and 
who seek strength to live more faithfully for their Lord and Savior. 

In 1 Corinthians 11:26-29, Paul says, “As often as you eat this bread and drink the cup, you proclaim the 
Lord’s death until he comes. Whoever, therefore, eats the bread or drinks the cup of the Lord in an 
unworthy manner will be guilty concerning the body and blood of the Lord. Let a person examine 
himself, then, and so eat of the bread and drink of the cup. For anyone who eats and drinks without 
discerning the body eats and drinks judgment on himself.” In Matthew 5:23-24, Jesus says, “If you are 
offering your gift at the altar and there remember that your brother has something against you, leave your 
gift there before the altar and go. First be reconciled to your brother, and then come and offer your gift.” 
If, upon self-examination, you find yourself unable to come to the Table because of unrepentant sin or 
enmity with your brother or sister in the church, please do not delay in seeking reconciliation through 
repentance and faith. Rather than coming to the Table, we encourage you to spend this time guided by 
the prayers provided on the back cover of this bulletin. We hope that this time is helpful to you as you 
consider your relationship with Jesus Christ and with his people, the church.
